 Research and report out on best practices and policies.   

 Maintain and support tactile object collection for docents.  

 Attend all tours and training sessions.   

 Coordinate and create content for SAM’s Educator Facebook page.  

 Maintain calendar listings and programs for SAM’s ACCESS program.

 Comfort and familiarity working with ACCESS audiences.  

 Excellent communication skills. 

 Basic filing, typing and computer skills.
